GREEK INDEPENDENCE DAY PARTICIPANTS 

 
 Line of March is selected by a Raffle Drawing to be held on Monday, March 19, 2012 at the 

Stathakion Center. The selection is public and all are welcomed to attend.  
 

 Final Line of March will be printed in the Greek National Herald, the Friday before the Parade, 
and will be available on the Parade website. 
 

 The last ten groups of the Third Battalion from the previous year’s Parade, are automatically 
placed in the First Battalion and thus, are excluded from the Line of March drawing.  
 

 No music on parade floats unless permission is applied for in writing and approved by the 
Federation of Hellenic Societies of Greater NY, Inc. and the NYPD.  
 

 No animals or mascots. 
 

 No eating, drinking or smoking in the Line of March. 
 

 Units should make sure they are in proper formation before approaching Fifth Avenue. 
 

 After unit gets on Fifth Avenue, no stragglers will be allowed to join the unit.  
 

 Leaders of organizations shall not delay the parade by leaving their places for any purpose.  
 

 Ethnic Costumes or Business Attire ONLY. Shirts with advertising or “Odd ball” dress is not 
permitted.
